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WHAT IS RECYCLING?
Recycling means making new items out of things instead of 
throwing them away. It’s a three-step process. Items are first 
collected, usually in bins or at drop-off centers. Then, the material 
is broken down and made into new products. Finally, the new 
products are sold.
