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The South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control may make permit revisions to a facility’s Part 70 Operating Permit as described on this form through the procedures described in SC Regulation 61-62.70.7(e)(4).  A significant permit modification is a Part 70 permit revision that does not qualify as an administrative amendment or minor permit modification. You must apply for a significant modification in writing by submitting this form along with Form A and a complete Title V permit application.  The facility may be required to obtain Construction permits.

	Application Requirements/ Timeframe

	The procedures for requesting a significant modification are the same as for initial permit issuance. The Department shall complete review on the majority of significant permit modifications within nine (9) months after receipt of a complete application. The facility cannot start up the modification until the permit is revised. The facility may undertake the proposed change upon submittal of the Title V application to the South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control. Construction permit submittal may be required, including a modification request.

The facility may request the significant modification through the preconstruction review process in concert with the administrative amendment process combining both reviews into one public notice procedure and expedite the EPA review process. If the modification request requires a permit to construct, the facility cannot make the change until a construction permit has been issued by the Department.  If a proposed modification contravenes conditions or limits in an existing permit, the facility cannot start up the modification until the permit is revised. The facility may undertake the proposed change upon submittal of the application to the Department and does so at own risk.
Within 270 days of the Department’s receipt of a complete application under significant modification procedures or 15 days after the end of the EPA’s 45-day review period under Section 70.8(h), whichever is later, the Department shall issue or deny the modification request.

	Public Participation

	The construction review and noticing timeframe includes a public notice and 30-day comment period, and a 45 day EPA review.  The Department will provide EPA a copy of each draft permit, permit application (including the compliance plan), proposed permit, and final Title V Part 70 operating permit.  Public participation provides an opportunity for public comment and a hearing on the draft permit.  Notice is given to the general public by newspaper publication, State publication, persons on a mailing list, or by other means necessary to provide adequate notice to the public.  Following the 30-day comment period, if requested, the Department shall give notice of any public hearing at least 30 days in advance of the hearing.  All comments received during the public participation period will be recorded and provided to EPA and the public for review. 

	Review by Affected states

	The Department shall give notice of each draft permit to any affected State on or before the time that the Department provides this notice to the public as defined in Section 70.8.

	Review by Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)

	Within 45 days the Administrator may object to the proposed permit issuance if the Department fails to comply with required public notice procedures defined in Section 70.8(a) or (b), 70.7(h), submit necessary information for permit review, or determine the proposed permit to be in noncompliance with applicable requirements.  Within 90 days the Department must submit a revised proposed permit in response to the objection, otherwise the EPA will issue or deny the permit.  If the Administrator does not object to the permit, the public may petition EPA within 60 days following EPA’s 45-day review period to make an objection. However, the objections must be based on comments or objections raised during the public comment period. If EPA objects to the permit in response to the petition and the permit has not yet been issued, the Department must delay the permit issuance until the objection is resolved, except that a petition for review does not stay the effectiveness of a permit or the requirements if the permit was issued after the end of the 45-day review period and prior to any EPA objection.  If the Department has issued a permit prior to receipt of an EPA objection, the EPA will modify, terminate, or revoke such permit.
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
