The RIA assists infrastructure by Competitive Grants
providing grants for constructing and
improving infrastructure facilities for eligible
applicants statewide. There are two program
categories: Basic Infrastructure, which
addresses health and environmental quality
standards, and the Economic Infrastructure
Program, which helps build capacity for
economic development or support job
creation. Eligible activities include upgrades,
improvement or extension of water or sewer
infrastructure. Storm drainage projects are
also considered.

Grants, Loans and
Loan Guarantees

The Rural Utilities Service, through its Water
and Environmental Programs, provides
financial assistance to eligible public bodies,
Indian Tribes and non-profit organizations to
construct, enlarge, or improve water, waste
water and solid waste disposal systems in
rural areas.

Empowers distressed communities to Competitive Grants
revitalize, expand and upgrade their physical
infrastructure to attract new industry,
encourage business expansion, diversify local
economies, and generate or retain long-term,
private sector jobs and investment. All
projects are evaluated to determine the extent
to which they align with EDA’s investment
priorities, create or retain high-quality jobs,
leverage public and private resources,
demonstrate the ability to start the proposed
project promptly and use funds quickly and
effectively, and provide a clear scope of work
and specific, measureable outcomes.
